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Hop on Board the Ten Toes Express
to Webster Groves

TOTAL WALK DISTANCE: 1.2 miles

Webster Groves is beloved for its fine homes exemplifying architectural styles of the
late-19th and early-20th centuries. A sample of this diversity can be enjoyed from a
walk beginning on S. Gore near Lockwood. Take the # 56 MetroBus from Shrewsbury
Station then transfer to the #56 MetroBus at Kirkwood- Webster Station. (Sorry, no
Sunday service on this route.)

Directions:

* Exit the #56 MetroBus near Gore (if you are not familiar with
Lockwood ask your driver to let you off at the nearest stop)

* Begin your walk from Webster Books on S. Gore.

* Walk south one block to Cedar.

* Turn left on Cedar to walk one block uphill.

* Turn right to walk south on Elm for two blocks.

* Turn right on Oak Terrace, a quiet winding street, for
one block.

* Turn right on S. Gore to make a gentle descent back
to downtown Webster.

* Board the #56 at S. Gore near Lockwood as it completes a loop
from Kirkwood. It will return you to Shrewsbury Station.
